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STEM Insight Employer Pledge

Insight into industry is a unique opportunity for employers to provide a stimulating experience for teachers, lecturers, managers and technicians of STEM subjects to update their knowledge and awareness of modern STEM related careers.

Employers provide a placement (typically 5 days), that will provide opportunity for teachers to see working life across the business.

Eligible schools and colleges will receive generous funding to participate through Project ENTHUSE.

Where do young people find careers information and advice?

We believe that by giving teachers an authentic experience of industry, they will have the increased experience and confidence needed to better advise their students.

How can employers help?

We are looking for employers in England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland to pledge that they will host a STEM Insight placement. All pledges will be held on the STEM Insight site allowing school and college staff to browse and find a placement near to them.

By submitting a pledge, you are offering to support at least one school or college to better understand the careers available to their students, through spending a 5 day placement within your business. The dates for your placement will be mutually agreed, once a school or college has applied to work with you. Applications from schools and colleges will be made through the STEM Insight site. A member of the STEM Insight team will contact you when an application has been received to discuss the next steps and support you with arranging your placement

What does a placement involve?

STEM Insight placements can be flexible depending on the type of activity that your business is involved in. The start of your placement should involve an induction of your site and orientation of what work you are involved in. The subsequent days should be arranged to give as wider experience of your business and the staff working there as possible. Good placements generally offer a chance to be hands-on and get involved, but in some cases, we understand that this is not possible. Once an application is received, a member of the STEM Insight team will be assigned to you to advise and help develop your placement timetable.
